Family carers - definition

= Willingness to support exists among all participants
* Form and extent of support varies

» Persons potentially in need of care: Parend, grandparent, partner,
neighbours, friends

= Attitudes
= cognitive: awareness of potential support
= affektive: feelings in the context of potential support
* conative: intentions to act

Perspectives of one's own ability
= Different self-assesment depending n own illnesses and resilience

Perspective on psychologically stressful situations
= Situation of the person in need of care
= Decision on life-sustaining actions
= Financial insecurity

Perspective on the ideal care for the relative in need of care
* Depending on the need of the care and the illness of the relative
» Shaped by values
» Characterised by wishes

Discussion

= Corroboration of already existing study results

= Differentiation of willigness to support between close and distant relatives
(Diethelm, 2017)

» Studies on the stress of family carers (perig-chielio & Hutchison, 2010; Résler-Schidlack et al., 2010, Sales,
2003)

= Contradictions with existing study results
* Doubts about forecast of declining willingness to care

»Griessmeier (2018): Existence of higher willingness to care in Germany
tan assumed

* Forecast of decreasing willingness to provide care By Blinkert (2013) is based
on increasing occupation of women

» Interviewed working women show a willingness to care alongside their occupation
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Discussion

= Additions to already existing study results
= |dentifiction of further influencing factors than are considered in Blinkert's
model (2013)

» Psychologically stressfull situation — funding options for care services/loss
of earnings

= Misinformation
* Insufficient knowledge
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Limitation

» Bias possible due to analysis by one person
» Bias possible due to recruitment process
* Limited generalisability
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Conclusion

= Attitude: general willigness to support available

» Perspektives: existing misinformation and insufficient knowledge about
care costs, finanzing option and financial security

* Influence of different factors on attidtudes and perspectives
= Attitudes and perspectives influence each other
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Conclusion — Implications for practice and research

= Expansion of information on services and offers for caring relatives
* Further evaluation of offers/services for caring relatives

* Need for research
* Intensity of willingness to support elderly relatives in need of care
= Willingness of younger genereations to support

* Further evaluation of family support and of offers to improve the compatibility
of caring for relatives and working life
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
